Memorandum of Understanding

The XXXXX Police Department (Department) provides law enforcement services to XX elementary schools, XX middle schools, XX comprehensive high schools, XX alternative middle/ high school, XX special education schools, and XX district supported sites in the XXXX School District.  The XXXXX Police Department also provides XX School Resource Officers (SROs) to a combination of XX elementary, middle and high schools.  The Department will also provide off-duty officers for special events as negotiated between the District and the Department.  
The Department will participate in the District’s strategic planning sessions that address both emergency management planning and effective recovery processes.  The Department will assist the District as a community partner by providing input and recommendations to the District’s emergency response planning process when deemed appropriate by the Department. The District will annually share emergency response plan revisions with the Department and will collaboratively address hazard, threat, and risk assessments as well as training and exercises as appropriate. District planning addresses the five mission areas of emergency preparedness--prevention, protection, mitigation, response, and recovery.  The Department will assist the District schools’ in utilizing the Arizona Department of Public Safety’s Critical Infrastructure Database.  
The XXXXX Police Department will continue to assist with schools’ Site Vulnerability Assessments (SVAs).  This assistance may be in the form of providing Department teams to complete individual school/site SVAs as Department time permits.  Additional SVA assistance may be in the form of school resource officers working with district and/or building administration in the completion of the SVAs.   

Department services may include providing informational programs for XXXXX students, parents and staff as part of the preparedness, response and recovery phase of emergency management.  The Department may partner with the District in the completion of on site drill scenarios also as part of the preparedness phase.

SROs will assist in the strategic planning process at the school sites to assist in the establishment of plans, protocols, and responsibilities, prior to an incident.  SROs will participate in planning meetings, trainings, and drills to ensure a consistent approach in preparedness and the continuous improvement of emergency response plans and processes. 
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In a crisis event, first responders will take the lead position in incident/emergency assessment.  The Department will provide response to crisis calls with proper law enforcement response, search of facilities for suspects, victims, witnesses, and evidence, as well as provision of traffic control.  Additional assistance to the District will be provided for any necessary criminal investigations and collaboration in incident debriefing and process evaluation during the recovery state of the plan.  

Through mutual agreement, the Department is available to team with other community partners to assist students, parents, and staff in the healing process, and assist the District and school community in restoring a healthy and safe learning environment following a crisis in the school community.

Public Health Emergency Management

Memorandum of Understanding

The XXXXX County Department of Public Health (XCDPH) – Office of Preparedness and Response (OPR) is responsible for providing the collaboration and coordination of the various state, local, and tribal authorities during any state of emergency or war emergency in which there is an occurrence or imminent threat of an illness or health condition caused by bio-terrorism, an epidemic, a pandemic, or a highly infectious agent or biological toxin that poses a substantial risk to public health (any such occurrence or threat, collectively, “a Public Health Emergency”).

XXX School District will annually share emergency response plan revisions with XCDPH and will collaboratively address hazard, threat, or risk assessments as well as training and exercises as appropriate. XCDPH-OPR will provide expertise on public health issues addressed in the XXXXX School District’s emergency response plan.  XCDPH will continue to assist the District with health services pertaining to infectious disease and pandemic flu preparedness, including assisting with the required review and update of the District’s Pandemic Influenza and Food Defense Plans.  As an additional component of preparedness and response, XCDPH will continue to provide Point of Dispensing (POD) training for school personnel and stakeholders as necessary as well as the coordination of POD sites when activated.

XCDPH will communicate vital health and risk information to the District and greater XX School District community during a public health emergency as called for in the response phase of emergency management.  The Department will ensure effective communications among public health departments, healthcare organizations, law enforcement organizations, public officials, District officials as required, and others during a public health emergency.  XCDPH will provide ongoing communication and training necessary to ensure the District is able to effectively respond to health emergencies to include disease outbreak, act of bio-terrorism, or other public health threat.

XCPDH will participate as appropriate in crisis debriefing and process evaluation during the recovery phase of the overall XXX School District district/school/site Emergency Response Plan.

Memorandum of Understanding

The City of XXXXX Fire Department (Department) provides fire protection services to

The emergency planning response role of the Department with the District is to participate in the District’s strategic planning sessions that address both emergency management planning and effective recovery processes. The Department will continue to assist the District as a community partner by providing input and recommendations to the District’s emergency response planning process when deemed appropriate by the Department.  XXXXX School District will annually share emergency response plan revisions with the Department and will collaboratively address hazard, threat, or risk assessments as well as training and exercises as appropriate. The Department will work with District schools and sites to identify internal and external potential fire and/or hazardous material hazards.  Upon mutual agreement, the Department will assist the district in identifying ingress and egress hazards of specific school and district sites. The Department will also assist the district in designing prevention, protection, and mitigation techniques and may offer training and/or important protocol to follow in response and recovery in the event of an accident.  Aid in the treatment and assistance of individuals needing medical attention in the event of an emergency or accident will be provided by the Department. The District will annually share emergency response plan revisions with the Department. 
Department services may include providing preparedness informational programs for XXXXX students, parents, and staff.  The Department may partner with the District in the completion of on-site drill scenarios.

Through mutual agreement, the Department is available to team with other community partners to assist students, parents and staff in the healing process, and assist the District and school community in restoring a healthy and safe learning environment following a crisis in the school community.
